software vendors; Doctor of Business Administration honoris causa; and Prof Samuel C C Ting, Winner of the 1976
Nobel Prize in Physics and discoverer of the J particle; Doctor of Science honoris causa.

Congregation also saw other University awards presented for outstanding achievements.

Dr King Lau Chow, Associate Professor of Biology, received HKUST's highest accolade in teaching, the Michael G Gale
Medal for Distinguished Teaching. Dr Chow is cited for his impressive mix of methods and materials, and for putting
enormous effort into course design.

Yuen Yik Ting, President of the 12t session of Students' Union, for his constructive contributions to student governance
and campus internationalization.
